I'm just saying, carrying this book is not "unthinkable."The walking tours are
efficiently laid out. Sticking to them, | have found, saves steps. It's not easy for me to travel to New
York so the days | can get there | start walking early, stay late, and try to cover as much ground as
possible. Last Friday (Sept 16 2011) for example, | began the 71-site "Ladies Mile" walking tour at 7
am and finished at 2:30 in the afternoon, a rate of 10 sites per hour including a half-hour lunch.
